Hebron voters to decide spending plans

HEBRON — Hebron’s 
2018-19 budget could mean 
a slight mill rate increase 
if approved at the polls 
Tuesday.

The budget totals 
$35,799,365, represent-
ing a decrease of $940,873, 
or 2.56 percent, from the 
approved budget for 2017-18 
of $36,740,236.

However, to balance the 
budget, Hebron Director of 
Administrative Services Don-
na Lanza said the mill rate is 

projected to rise slightly. 
The rate is currently 37 

mills and, if this budget is 
approved, it could rise to 
37.44 mills next year. For a 
home assessed at $200,000, 
taxes would go up by $88.

The budget includes 
$7,075,420 for general gov-
ernment, $11,486,421 for the 
two local elementary schools 
and $14,051,416 for Hebron’s 
share of Regional School 
District 8 (RHAM). 

The budget for RHAM 
goes to a vote on the same 
day as Hebron’s referendum, 

so voters will vote on the 
local budget that includes 
Hebron’s levy to RHAM.

They will vote separately on 
the overall budget for RHAM, 
which totals $29,071,436.

In addition to voting on 
the budgets, voters will also 
decide whether to approve 
funding for local capital 
improvement projects total-
ing $781,171.

According to figures from 
the board of finance, general 
government spending, debt 
service and capital improve-
ments account for 25 percent 

of the overall budget, while
spending for the elementary 
schools totals 32 percent and
RHAM accounts for 43 per-
cent.

Per the town charter, ad-
visory questions are also
included on the budget bal-
lot. 

Polls for Tuesday’s vote are 
located at Hebron Elementary 
School, through a separate
entrance into the gymnasi-
um. The school is located at
92 Church St./Route 85. The 
referendum is from 6 a.m. to 
8 p.m.
