Coventry’s Hicks was reprimanded in 2017

COVENTRY — A police sergeant 
on leave pending an internal probe into 
allegations he sexually exploited a teen-
age girl was ordered to take a refresher 
course in sexual harassment in 2017.

He was later suspended for two days 
for separate social media posts the 
police chief found violated rules of con-
duct, documents show.

Coventry police Sgt. Michael Hicks 
has been on paid leave since Oct. 1 
after a complaint he had “inappropriate 
electronic communications through the 
Facebook messenger application with 
a juvenile” in 2012 and 2013, Coventry 
Police Chief Mark Palmer has said. 

State police also are investigating 
Hicks on unspecified information that 
surfaced after an initial criminal probe 
was closed, authorities said.

The initial criminal investigation and 
the Coventry police department’s ongo-
ing internal probe center on allega-
tions Hicks encouraged a 15-year-old 
Andover girl to email “inappropriate” 
photographs of herself to him and con-
versed with the girl about sex. 

The alleged victim’s mother told the 
town council Jan. 20 that Hicks even 
tried to get the girl to meet him, accord-
ing to audio of the council meeting. 

In an apparently unrelated matter, 
Palmer held a hearing in June 2017 
about a video Hicks had posted on 
Facebook, the chief wrote in a memo 
released to the Courant after a Freedom 
of Information request. 

The memo does not describe the vid-
eo’s content, but Hicks apologized for 
posting it and “indicated it was an error 
in judgment,” Palmer wrote. 

Palmer found the posting violated 
both town council policy on social net-
working and police department conduct 
rules, the memo says. 

He suspended Hicks for two days.
“While I understand that this post was 

done while you were off duty and while 
not representing yourself as a police 
officer, I find that this type of activity 
has a detrimental effect on your abilities 
to effectively perform your duties as a 
police officer, and moreover, as a super-
visor,” Palmer wrote.

In the same memo, the chief referred 
to a written reprimand that Hicks had 

received in May of that year, again for 
a post that was not described in detail. 

Palmer held a hearing May 2 with 
Hicks and a police union representative 
regarding a post that Hicks said was 
intended as a joke, Palmer wrote in a 
separate memo. 

Hicks also said at the hearing the 
person whose Facebook page he had 
posted on knew that Hicks was joking, 
Palmer wrote.

“I expressed to you my concern 
that the person was an employee of 
the police department and that you in 
fact were the employee’s supervisor,” 
Palmer wrote. “Furthermore, the person 
had over 600 Facebook followers that 
were also able to see the comment and 
those people may not have understood 
it was a joke.”

In addition to a reprimand for vio-
lating rules on conduct toward fellow 
employees, Palmer also ordered Hicks 
to attend a course on “preventing sexual 
harassment for supervisors and staff,” 
according to the memo.

Hicks could not be reached for com-
ment Monday.

Impeachment protest set for Wednesday

WILLIMANTIC — Another local 
rally calling for the end of President 
Donald Trump’s presidency will take 
place on the same day the Senate plans 
to vote on his impeachment.

The “Reject the Cover Up” rally will 
be held on Wednesday at 5 p.m. 

The event will take place at the cor-
ner of Main and Jackson streets, across 
from the Thread City Crossing Bridge, 
commonly known as the Frog Bridge.

The rally is a follow-up from Friday’s 
rally, where a few protesters gathered 

shortly before the Senate voted against 
allowing witnesses to take the stand.

“The Republican Senate majority 
voted not to allow witnesses or testi-
mony at Trump’s trial for high crimes 
and misdemeanors,” wrote organizer 
Jasmine Wolf in an email.

Nationwide protests are being orga-
nized by the Action Network. 

According to the network, protesters 
are asking for accountability, democra-
cy and reform.

“Putting party over the good of their 
country, they will hold a sham trial and 
declare Trump innocent even though 

some of them even admit he is guilty,” 
Wolf wrote. 

“This is a horrible situation and prec-
edent for all future presidents.”

The Democratic House majority 
voted in December to impeach the pres-
ident on charges of enlisting a foreign 
government to investigate a political 
rival and obstructing Congress in the 
resulting investigation.

With Republicans holding a majority 
in the Senate, Trump is expected to be 
easily acquitted in Wednesday’s vote.
