Fletcher library preps for new addition

HAMPTON — A plan for a small 
expansion at the Fletcher Memorial 
Library in Hampton has a sweet sound 
to it.

A presentation of the project will be 
accompanied by a concert on Wednes-
day. 

The event will be held from 6 to 8 
p.m. at the library, which is located at 
257 Main St./Route 97.

The library plans to expand the sun 
room, located on the ground floor, to 
make it more appropriately sized as an 
event space. 

When the library hosts events current-
ly, they must be held on the second floor 
via a steep staircase or in the middle of 
book stacks on the first floor.

Janice Trecker, a member of the lib-
rary’s board of trustees, said the plans 
were “the start of an ambitious effort.”

The Hampton Zoning Board of Ap-
peals unanimously approved a variance 
for the library in order to build the addi-
tion on the south side of the building. 

The library is located on a non-con-
forming lot and required the setback 
approval because of the nearness of the 
road. An expansion was not possible on 
the west side of the building because of 
the parking lot, nor could an addition 
be put on the north side of the building 
because of the location of the library’s 
septic system.

The sun room is currently 10 feet by 
17 feet, but the proposed expansion will 
add 14 feet to the space.

To help fund the project, a reception 

will be held Wednesday called “High 
Notes, Big Plans.” 

Live music will be provided by guitar-
ist and vocalist Ellen Iovino,  guitarist
and bassist Bob Oxenhorn, and per-
cussionist Donna Tommelleo, featur-
ing jazz, folk, country and rhythm and 
blues. 

There will also be sweet and savory 
refreshments as well as a book sale.

The architectural drawings for the 
proposed expansion will be on display 
and library staff will answer questions 
about the project. 

Suggestions for the capital campaign 
to fund the expansion will also be wel-
comed.

Vernal has addressed the issue of 
child labor abuses in the cocoa harvest-
ing industry in her classes, contributing

In the film, directors Robin Romano 
and Miki Mistrati exposed cocoa har-
vesting-related human rights violations 
in the Ivory Coast in West Africa. 

Eighty percent of the world’s choco-
late is harvested in the Ivory Coast and 
Ghana, where children ages 10-15 are 
often forced to do hard labor on the 
cocoa plantations without pay.

Observers said the exhibition reflect-
ed “corporate greed, consumerism and 

human suffering through a series of
graphic posters displaying shocking 
statistics, historical information, forms
of advocacy and the photographs of
Romano.” 

“Students have flocked to Professor
Vernal’s class, and I believe she will 
touch the hearts of everyone attending
her presentation,” said Stacey Close, 
Eastern’s associate vice president for
equity and diversity. 

Close encourages the public to attend 
Vernal’s lecture to learn more about the 
“hidden cost of chocolate.”
