Tour some Thread City history Saturday

WILLIMANTIC — The next Victorian 
Home Tour will offer an inside look at 
juxtaposed 19th Century circumstances, 
from the poor mill workers to the opu-
lent mill owners.

The annual Victorian Willimantic 
Home Tours will be held Saturday from 
11 a.m. to 4 p.m.

“We do this each year because we 
believe our history is a treasure to be 
shared and remembered,” said organizer 
Jean de Smet.

In the past, the home tours had previ-
ously been held in June. 

De Smet said the date was changed 
to better accommodate the schedules of 
the organizers and the attendants, par-
ticularly college students.

This year’s home tours focus on the 
laborers who stood behind the rich and 
powerful mill owners and managers.

One general manager, William E. 
Barrows, used the resources of the Am-
erican Linen Co. to improve the lives of 
mill workers. 

In 1880, Barrows had the company 
build cottages along a neighborhood 
named the Oaks on Quercus Avenue.

Several of the owners of the 140-year-
old cottages have opened their doors for 
visitors to gain new insight into life in a 
textile mill town at the end of the 19th 
century.

Those cottages will then be compared 
to nearby homes, the so-called “ginger-
bread gems” built for mill executives, 
manufacturers and railroad officers.

Visitors will also learn the history of 
Willimantic’s three bridges, the Garden 
on the Bridge, Thread City Crossing and 
the footbridge, in a walking tour.

Finally, guided “trolley” bus tours will 
showcase the National Register Historic 
Districts of Downtown Willimantic and 
Prospect Hill, with more than 600 intact 
buildings from the 1880-1914 period.

Tickets will be available at the 
Windham Senior Center (47 Crescent 
St.) and Heritage State Park (440 Main 
St.) beginning at 10:30 a.m. on Saturday. 
Tickets for adults are $20 and $10 for 
children.

Ticket holders will be given a map of 
the homes they may visit, a schedule of 
guided walks and a schedule of trolley 
rides.

All attractions are within walking dis-
tance of each other.

The Willimantic Victorian Neighbor-
hood Association has invited people into 
their homes for the past 20 years to offer 
a glimpse into the lives of Victorian-era 
Americans.

Festivities actually begin the day be-
fore the tours.

The Charter Oak Brass Band will kick 
off the Victorian Home Tours Friday 
evening with a free concert.

The 28-piece ensemble will perform 
at the First Congregational Church at 
199 Valley St. at 7 p.m.

The concert is sponsored by the church 
and the Webber Family Music Fund.

MANSFIELD — Archae-
ologist Sarah Sportman, who 
led an archaeological dig 
at the Webb Deane Stevens 
Museum in Wethersfield in 
2016, will discuss that proj-
ect during an event Friday.

The program is sponsored 
by the Mansfield Historical 
Society.

It is scheduled to begin at 
7:30 p.m. at the Buchanan 

Auditorium at the Mansfield 
Public Library, 54 Warrenville 
Road.

The event, which is open 
to the general public, will 
be held after the Mansfield 
Historical Society’s annual 
meeting.

Sportman is a senior arch-
aeologist who works at Arch-
aeological and Historical Ser-
vices Inc., a cultural resource 
management firm based in 
Storrs.

The firm is affiliated with 
Public Archaeology Survey 
Team, Inc., a nonprofit 
archaeological and historical 
research organization.

Admission to the event is 
$5 per adult and free for 
students and Mansfield Hist-
orical Society members.

The archaeological dig was 
initiated after the Wethersfield 
museum decided to add a 
new education and visitor 
center on the premises at 211 

Main St.
As part of that project, the 

State Historic Preservation 
Office required an archaeo-
logical survey be conducted 
to ensure the addition would 
not disturb any historically-
significant artifacts on that 
site.

Finds have included per-
sonal items, domestic arti-
facts, personal items, archi-
tectural materials and food 
remains.

Eastern is named a good college to work for

WILLIMANTIC — Eastern Connecti-
cut State University has been named 
a “Great College to Work For” by the 
Chronicle of Higher Education for the 
10th time. 

The results were released Monday 
and based on a survey sent to 236 col-
leges and universities. Of these 236 
institutions, only 85 achieved “A Great 
College to Work For” recognition and 
Eastern was one them for earning “out-
standing” marks in the category of col-
laborative governance as well as facili-
ties, workspace and security.

With its marks in the collaborative 
governance category, Eastern is viewed 
as an institution that actively involves its 
faculty members in decisions related to 
academic programs. 

Eastern also placed in the facilities, 

workspace and security category for 
having facilities that adequately meet 
the needs of faculty, are aesthetically 
pleasing and provide a secure environ-
ment.

The survey results were based on a 
two-part assessment: an institutional 
audit that captured demographics and 
workplace policies and a survey admin-
istered to faculty and staff. 

ModernThink, a strategic human cap-
ital consulting firm, administered the 
survey and analyzed the results. 

The primary factor in deciding wheth-
er an institution received recognition 
was employee feedback.

Rich Boyer, a senior consultant at 
ModernThink, commented on how fac-
ulty satisfaction is not only important 
for faculty themselves, but also for 
students.  “In the private sector, it’s well 
documented that employee engagement 

influences customer satisfaction. There 
can be little doubt that the day-to-day 
experience of our faculty and staff influ-
ences the experiences of our students. 
The institutions recognized in this year’s 
‘Great Colleges to Work For’ program 
have each found their own key ingredi-
ents to engage their faculty and staff to 
the ultimate benefit of their students,” 
Boyer said.

The “Great Colleges to Work For” 
survey is the largest and most com-
prehensive workplace study in higher 
education. 

Now in its 12th year, the program 
recognizes colleges that get top rat-
ings from their employees on workforce 
practices and policies.
