Mansfield budget has 1.74-mill hike

MANSFIELD — In the current pro-
posed town/school budget, Mansfield 
residents can expect to pay about 5.7 
percent more on their tax bill for the 
2018-19 year.

Mansfield Interim Town Manager 
John Carrington said he and the staff 
used the governor’s proposed budget 
that reduces Mansfield’s municipal aid 
by $3 million to create Mansfield’s 
2018-19 budget.

Carrington proposed a $52,990,910 
budget for 2018-19.

This includes Mansfield’s con-
tribution to Region 19, estimated at 
$10,954,440.

Taxpayers can expect a mill rate of 
32.37 mills on real estate and personal 
property, which is a 1.74 mill increase, 
or 5.68 percent. 

The median home with a value of 
$223,570 and an assessed value of 
$156,500 would see a $272 increase in 
taxes for the next year.

“Basically this is a flat budget,” 
Mansfield Finance Director Cherie Tra-

han said. “It’s virtually flat. The increase 
in any potential mill rate would be due 
to loss in state revenues.”

The proposed capital fund budget 
totals $3,501,480.

Carrington is also proposing a 
$150,000 contribution to the fund bal-
ance. The contribution would increase 
the reserve balance to 9.4 percent of 
proposed expenditures.

The town is working to reach the 
10-15 percent threshold in the fund bal-
ance.

“Maintaining a 10-15 percent fund 
balance is important in order to provide 
the town with sufficient reserve to meet 
unforeseen circumstances, which in turn 
is an important factor in maintaining a 
healthy bond rating,” Carrington wrote 
in his memo to the council. “The better 
our bond rating, the lower the town’s 
cost to issue debt.”

The town originally had $800,000 in 
surplus from the 2016-2017 year, which 
would have increased the reserve bal-
ance to 10.5 percent.

However, because of mid-year cuts in 
state aid, that surplus was used to fill 

holes in the 2017-18 budget.
The preliminary 2017 grand list would 

generate $260,000 in new revenue.
Trahan said the budget is a starting 

point and the town council may make
changes in upcoming weeks.

A public hearing on the budget is
scheduled for April 9 at 7 p.m. in the
council chambers of the Audrey P. Beck 
Municipal Building.

A public information session on the 
budget is scheduled for April 11 at 7 
p.m. in the council chambers.

The council will approve the budget 
on April 19, 24 or 25, depending on 
when it finishes the complete budget 
review.

Another public information session 
on the town council-adopted budget is 
scheduled for May 3 at 7 p.m. in the
council chambers.

Finally, the annual town meeting is 
planned for May 8 at 7 p.m. in the 
Mansfield Middle School auditorium. 

The budget, however, could be peti-
tioned to a referendum.

Willington continues talks on taping meetings

WILLINGTON —  The 
Town of Willington is still 
working to create a policy re-
garding the videotaping of its 
meetings.

The board of selectmen 
continued the discussion ear-
lier this week. 

Selectmen Aliza Makuch 
and John Blessington each 
drafted potential policies to 
regulate the videotaping of 
its meetings.

The selectmen are review-
ing the policies and will soon 
vote on one and decide the 
best technology to videotape 
their recordings.

The policy will focus on 
the selectmen meetings, but 
ideally all board and com-
mission meetings will even-

tually be recorded so folks 
can see them.

Blessington first brought 
the topic up months ago be-
cause he thought there was a 
public interest in easier acces-
sibility for town residents.

Blessington is even cur-
rently paying for a third-
party person to record and 
post meeting recordings on 
YouTube.

Blessington asked a Wil-
lington resident and retired 
software developer Michael 
Harnad to suggest technology 
to post meetings, including 
Roku, Amazon and YouTube.

For example, a Roku stick 
or Roku TV allows an orga-
nization or person to create 
a channel relatively inexpen-
sively.

Free, public videos can be 

posted on that channel and 
viewed through a Roku pro-
gram.

“It’s a very good platform 
to stream videos,” Harnad 
said at Monday’s selectmen 
meeting. “A lot of munici-
palities are doing things like 
that. A lot of people are more 
comfortable with using their 
TV set than they are with a 
computer.”

Harnad’s channel is ad-sup-
ported, so he pays very little 
to post and store his videos 
on Roku and Amazon.

The town also has the 
option to post to both Roku 
and YouTube for maximum 
viewers. 

Harnad said he was will-
ing to get the town started 
and then said maintaining the 
videos is relatively easy for 

the town to do.
Makuch said towns like

Mansfield pay for a third-
party website to post and 
store its town meeting vid-
eos.

The board of finance added
to its budget an allotment of 
$250 to videotape its budget
meetings in the future, which 
Willington First Selectman 
Erika Wiecenski said was 
disappointing because a pol-
icy has not yet been created 
and a system has not yet been 
identified.

“I think we definitely need
to have a policy in place 
before we discuss how we
record or how much it costs,”
Wiecenski said of taping 
meetings.
