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WINDHAM/WILLIMAN-
TIC — After months of 
hearings, town meetings 
and failed referendums, vot-
ers have approved town and 
school spending plans for 
2019-20.

Referendum voters 
Tuesday said “yes” to a 
$47,976,055 education bud-
get — a zero-percent increase 
from the 2018-19 budget — 
with 539 “yes” votes and 324 
“no” votes.

The zero-percent bud-
get is the lowest that can be 
approved, per state minimum 
budget requirements (MBR).

Voters also approved the 
$16,137,011 general govern-
ment budget — a 2.64 per-
cent increase over the 2018-
19 budget — with 494 “yes” 
votes and 368 “no” votes.

As part of the two budgets, 
voters also approved the cap-

ital improvement plans — 
$4,470,000 for the board of 
education and $645,500 for 
the general government.

“After a very long and 
drawn-out six months here, 
we finally passed a budget,” 
Windham Town Manager Jim 
Rivers said. “It looks like the 
‘no’ votes stayed home. They 
want to see us move forward 
and I appreciate that.”

Ballots were cast at the Elks 
Lodge at 198 Pleasant St., 
Willimantic; the Windham 
Center Fire House, Route 
203, Windham Center; and 
the VFW at 1415 W. Main 
St., Willimantic.

Heavy snow in the morn-
ing, causing school cancella-
tions, may have discouraged 
some voters from making the 
trek to the polls.

As a result, voter turn-
out was at an all-time low, 
7.6 percent, according to 
Republican Registrar of 

Voters Kimberly Desaulniers.
That is about half the turn-

out of recent referendums.
Desaulniers said, compared 

to the last referendum, voters 
did not start heading to the 
polls until after noon.

“The morning voters aren’t 
going to come out in the 
evening,” Desaulniers said. 
“They’re not going to drive 
in the dark and the ice.”

Voters rejected the first two 
iterations of the budget in 
town-wide referendums in 
June and September.

Only the Willimantic Tax-
ing District budget passed 
in the first referendum. 
The Windham First Taxing 
District budget was approved 
earlier in a town meeting in 
May.

After the results were 
announced, the Windham 
Board of Finance met to set 
the 2019-20 mill rate at 36.44 
mills.

After the town and school 
budgets were rejected earlier 
in the year, real estate, per-

STORRS — Jamba Juice and Bruegger’s 
Bagels are the latest of several Storrs 
Center businesses to shut their doors in 
recent months.  

The two businesses, which were opened 
by Five Star Equity Partners LLC in 
2014, closed Nov. 11.

The eateries shared the same site at 8 
Royce Circle.

In addition to Jamba Juice and 
Bruegger’s, other Storrs Center business-
es that have closed recently include Bliss, 
Grille 86, Amazon and Toasted.

Despite the high closure rate in Storrs 
Center, Mansfield Downtown Partnership 
Executive Director Cynthia van Zelm said 
the occupancy rate in Downtown Storrs is 
still high. 

Downtown Storrs includes Storrs Center 
and surrounding businesses, including 
those in University Plaza.

Currently, there are around 40 business-
es open in Downtown Storrs, based on the 
development’s website.

Van Zelm said Tuesday she was not 
aware of any tenants that signed leases 
for the vacant units, but the landlord, the 
Wilder Cos., one of two Downtown Storrs 
landlords, is always working to bring new 
tenants to fill the vacancies. 

Matthew Joyce, asset manager for the 
Wilder Cos., could not be reached for 
comment. 

The Wilder Cos. owns many of the 
units in Downtown Storrs, including the 
Daddy’s Noodle Shop space, as well 
as the former site of Jamba Juice and 
Bruegger’s. 

Mansfield Mayor Antonia Moran could 
not be reached for comment this morning.
