Eastern to honor 2020 MLK Award recipients

STORRS — University of Connecticut 
men’s basketball coach Dan Hurley 
has received a subpoena to testify in 
the arbitration hearing involving Kevin 
Ollie and the university, Ollie’s lawyer 
Jacques Parenteau confirmed Sunday.

“The timing of (Hurley’s) hiring is 
obviously relevant to when the deci-
sion was made to fire Kevin Ollie,” 
Parenteau said in an email.

Arbitration will begin next week, 
Parenteau said.

Ollie continues to wrestle with 
UConn over more than $10 million that 
remained on his contract when he was 
fired in the spring of 2018. The univer-
sity, citing NCAA violations, claims it 
had “just cause” to fire the coach and 
thus deny him the money, while Ollie’s 
side says UConn lacked just cause.

UConn hired Hurley on March 22, 
2018, about two weeks after Ollie’s 

firing.
In a separate legal dispute, Ollie has

sued former UConn assistant coach 
Glen Miller for defamation. 

Another lawsuit, alleging the school
illegally deterred Ollie from filing a
racial discrimination lawsuit, was 
dismissed in February 2019, though 
Parenteau has said Ollie may appeal.

News of Hurley’s subpoena was first 
reported by Hearst Media Connecticut.
