MANSFIELD — According to the 
National Council on Problem Gambling, 
an estimated 2 to 7 percent of young 
people experience a gambling disorder.

A group of Mansfield Middle School 
students aims to raise awareness of the 
issue through a public service announce-
ment they created recently.

“The reason we did this is to give kids 
a voice,” state Department of Mental 
Health and Addiction Services Primary 
Prevention Services Coordinator Susan 
McLaughlin said during a premiere 
of the PSA at the Audrey P. Beck 
Municipal Building March 12.

The PSA, which was put together 
by the “Be Gone Problem Gambling” 
Mansfield Youth Services group, was 
funded by a $4,500 grant from the state. 

“This was one of five projects through-
out the state,” McLaughlin said.

The Mansfield group of 11 fifth  
through seventh graders was the only 
group from a middle school who created 
a PSA, with the other four groups from 
high schools.

“We are so proud of all of you and 
really well done,” McLaughlin said.

All five projects will eventually be 
posted on the problem gambling ser-
vices website, https://portal.ct.gov/
DMHAS/Programs-and-Services/
Problem-Gambling/PGS---Home-Page.

“(Mansfield Early Childhood Services 
Coordinator) Sarah (Dufresne) and I 
really strived to make sure their opin-
ions and their voices were taken into 
account,” Mansfield Youth Services 
social worker Danielle Annibalini said.  

Starting in October, the group met 
every other week on Mondays, for about 
an hour at a time.

“It was a lot of fun,” Dufresne said.
The topic was chosen by the 

Connecticut Council on Problem 
Gambling, but the concept was devel-
oped by the students, with the help of 
Dufresne and Annibalini.

“We were super sad to see this project 
come to an end,” Dufresne said.

According to the National Council on 
Problem Gambling, anyone who gam-
bles can develop a problem.

The council’s website states that 
when gambling behavior interferes with 
finances, relationships and the work-
place, there is a serious problem.

Fifth grader Madison McKenna said 

she didn’t realize people her age could
get addicted to gambling.

The PSA features one of the children, 
Isaiah Gonzalez, who is addicted to
gambling on his phone.

“He couldn’t get his face off that
device,” McLaughlin said, referring to
Gonzalez’s character in the PSA.

McKenna said the most challenging
part of the experience was being on 
camera all the time.

“It was fun, but it could also be 
nerve-racking,” she said.

McKenna said she learned that gam-
bling is not “just at a casino,” but can be
done electronically as well.

“It was really surprising how often it 
really does happen,” she said.

Annibalini thanked Southeastern
Regional Action Council Community
Coordinator Vickie Meyer, who helped
Mansfield Youth Services get the grant
and put together the PSA, and Milton
Levin, who helped with the taping.

“Everybody was always positive,”
Dufresne said, speaking to parents who 
attended the premiere. “Thank you all
for having such amazing children.”
