Besides coursework, the student will acquire hands-on experience by working closely with the Art
gallery director and by conducting an internship. As a capstone course, the student will design and put
together an exhibit whether on site or online. The student will focus on at least one area (American,

Latin American, Islam, Middle East, Asia, Gender, etc.) and one time period.
