HAMPTON — When it 
comes to politics in Hampton, 
incumbent First Selectman 
Allan Cahill claims this small 
town is less about party and 
more about community.

Cahill, who has been a res-
ident since 1975, is unop-
posed for his seat, which he 
has held since 2011 after pre-
vious service on the board of 
selectmen, board of educa-
tion and the recreation com-
mission.

Cahill was previously a 
registered Republican, but 
became an unaffiliated voter 
this past summer.  “I felt I 
could govern and do a better 
job unaffiliated,” Cahill said. 

However, the Hampton 
Republican Town Committee 
endorsed his candidacy.

Cahill’s running mate 
is Dan Meade, who was 
appointed last December 
after the unexpected death of 
Selectman Michael Chapel 
last November. 

Meade, who is retired, pre-
viously served on the board 
of selectmen and other agen-
cies, including the conserva-
tion commission, and is cur-
rently the town’s emergency 
management director. 

Hampton has full-party 
voting, which means each 
party can run as many can-
didates as there are available 
seats instead of following 
minority representation rules.

After the election, the high-
est vote-getters are seated as 
long as they are not all from 
the same party. 

Accordingly, the Democrats 
are running two candidates 
for board of selectmen: 
incumbent Bob Grindle and 
Stephanie Bayne. 

Grindle has served on the 

board of selectmen since 2011 
as well, and is the chairman 
of the Hampton Democratic 
Town Committee. 

Bayne has been a depu-
ty registrar of voters and is 
active on committees within 
the Hampton Congregational 
Church. 

“The board of select-
men really hasn’t been that 
political,” said Cahill. “It’s 
Hampton first. Regional and 
national politics aren’t really 
part of the equation.” 

Cahill said campaigning 
for office is easy, but govern-
ing after the election is over 
is where candidates prove 
themselves. 

He said the current board 
of himself, Grindle and 
Meade works well together 
and that he would like to see 

Grindle and Meade return to 
their seats. 

But he also said he was 
glad to see Bayne become 
more involved in civic ser-
vice. “I applaud Stephanie 
for stepping up,” he said. 

Cahill said, since he has 
taken office, cost-saving 
measures have been put 
into place every year, with 
improvements made to town 
buildings, open space parcels 
added for passive recreation 
and partnerships continued 
or instituted, such as the tran-
sition to outsourcing the tax 
collection to the Town of 
Windham, which will begin 
next month. “We’ve really 
been a role model for what 
Hartford wants us to do in 
terms of regionalization for 
a long, long time,” Cahill 
said. “We’re always looking 
for cost savings in how we 
deliver governance.” 

Cahill said he will continue 
to examine the costs in edu-
cation as well in the future. 

With Chaplin and Scotland, 
the town is part of Regional 
School District 11, sending 
middle and high school stu-
dents to Parish Hill Middle/
High School in Chaplin. 

Cahill said it is inevita-
ble the topic of dissolving 
the district will be broached 
again, as it has in the past, as 
budgets for the three sending 
towns are dominated by edu-
cation spending. 

But Cahill said he would 
like to see a collaborative 
regional system still in place 
for education. “I’d like to 
see our students have half a 
dozen choices for secondary 
schools,” Cahill said. “That 
adds value to the town.” 

Cahill said he will continue 
to focus on removing hazard-
ous trees in town.

HAMPTON — In addition to selectmen, 
Hampton has other unopposed candidates for 
town clerk and treasurer. 

Incumbent Hampton Town Clerk Leslie 
Wertam, who has served in that position since 
2001, after serving five years as assistant 
town clerk, is retiring this year. 

Shannon Pearl Haddad who, earlier this 
year, was interested in becoming the town’s 
tax collector until residents voted to out-
source the department at a referendum last 
July, is the Democratic candidate for town 
clerk, with no opposing candidates on the 
ballot.  

Long-time incumbent treasurer Ellen Rod-
riguez, a Democrat, is also unopposed for her 
seat.

For the board of finance, Democrats Diane 
Gagnon and Alyssa Languth and Republicans 
Judy Buell and Kathy Donahue are running, 

along with Republican Lisa Sanchez for an 
alternate seat. 

On the ballot for seats on  the board of 
education are Democrats Mark Becker, Rose 
Bisson, Matt Flegert and Mike Jacobson, 
Republicans Russ Moffitt and Neal Moon, 
petitioning candidate Charles Wesley Wilcox, 
and write-in candidate Juan Arriola. 

Democrat Aaron Tumel and Republican 
Wesley Wilcox are up for seats on the board 
of assessment appeals. 

For the Hampton Planning and Zoning 
Commission, Democrats Pat Cascio and Diane 
Gagnon and Republicans Gary Decesare and 
Susan Hochstetter are running.

For the zoning board of appeals, Democrats 
Linda Seretny and Aaron Tumel are seeking 
seats along with Republicans Zach Burdick-
Chapel and Wesley Wilcox. 

Republicans Matt LaFontaine and Dan Pos-
temski Jr. and Democrats Chris Bayne and 
Jeff Smith Sr. are all running to be constables.
