Served 90 days active duty during a specified war time (see dates below).

Be honorably discharged from the U.S. Armed Forces.

Provide a member 4 copy of your DD-214 (with specified dates of pertinent time of service).

Be domiciled (place of residence treated as a permanent home) in Connecticut at the time of
acceptance to Eastern Connecticut State University.

Be a matriculated student (officially accepted to ECSU through the Admissions office with an
acceptance letter in a degree-seeking program.)

*Eligibility ceases upon withdrawal, dismissal, and/or graduation*
