particular attention to reflecting our diverse heritage, traditions, and history and to the
relevance of the humanities to the current conditions of national life."

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Next time you shop at Buckland Mall, consider that the reddish-brown rocks exposed in the
area were once gravelly streams along which dinosaurs may have sought comfort from the
arid, dusty plains that covered central Connecticut. These rocks have been the research focus
of * 1 & (Environmental Earth Science) since his arrival at Eastern in 2002. He
is primarily interested in “teasing out” the data that provide a record of climate and climate
change during the last major episode of global warming in Earth history. His publications
describe several orders of climate cyclicity that were not previously documented in the
region. Recently, he has been involved with Connecticut’s Department of Environmental
Protection in evaluating the dinosaur trackways that were discovered in Rocky Hill in 2006.

Peter received formal training in geology, and in particular, in the interpretation of
sedimentary rocks from the University of Notre Dame (BS ’89) and the University of
Wisconsin-Madison (MS ’92, PhD ’96). He spent his dissertation years reconstructing a 90
million year old reef system that is now preserved in the valleys of the Pyrenees Mountains.
From 1996 through 2001, Peter worked at ExxonMobil’s Upstream Research Company,
where he examined many different ancient environments from around the world. In 1999, he
began training company geologists in the skills of recognizing and predicting ancient
environments that are prone to accumulating oil and gas.

Peter continues to study ancient reefs in Indiana and ancient river and lake environments in
central Connecticut. In 2007, he received a grant (with Timothy Schroeder) from the US
Geological Survey’s EdMap program to map the rocks just south of Hartford. These EES
faculty joined with the State of Connecticut’s Department of Environmental Protection to
provide four EES students from Eastern (Kevin Bieler, Matt DePan, Allen Dwyer, and Justin
Milardo) valuable experiences conducting geological research with practical applications.
So, the next time you visit Buckland Mall, keep an eye out for Peter and his students. They
will be the ones looking at the rocks!
