Academic Search Premier 

Academic Search Premier provides full text for nearly 4,500 academic, social science, humanities, 

computer science, engineering, general science, education and multi-cultural journals. In addition to the 

full text, this database offers indexing and abstracts for more than 8,100 journals in the collection. More 

than 3,600 journals are peer reviewed and searchable cited references are provided for more than 1,000 

titles. Coverage dates as far back as 1975 or the first issue published (whichever is more recent). Updated 

daily.

Add in SPORTDiscus with Full Text and click OK: 

 

SPORTDiscus with Full Text is an excellent database for journal articles on topics related to health, 

exercise, sports and sports medicine, providing full text for more than 440 journals. Topics covered 

include: sport, physical fitness, exercise, sports medicine, sports science, physical education, kinesiology, 

coaching, training, sport administration, officiating, sport law & legislation, college & university sport, 

disabled persons, facility design & management, intramural & school sport, doping, health, health 

education, biomechanics, movement science, injury prevention rehabilitation, physical therapy, nutrition, 

exercise physiology, sport & exercise psychology, recreation, leisure studies, tourism, allied health, 

occupational health & therapy, and public health. Updated monthly.

Sample Hits 

Before you click on a ñhitò, you can get a lot of information to evaluate whether or not itôs a good 

hit for your topic. Click on the title link  to access the abstract (summary of the article) and 

additional information. When you have a choice for full text , select PDF which is a scan of the 

article.

If there are no links to Full Text, click on the link,  Check Article Linker for more information . 

Look for a link to the Article ; the article linker screen shows you where you can find the full-text article.
