SocINDEX with Full Text, Social Sciences Citation Index, Gender Watch, Newspaper Databases, JSTOR 

(Library Pin Code - Interlibrary Loan - Journal Locator - Citation Guides - Request) 

Select databases from the library homepage then select databases by subject (Sociology) or choose 
the complete A ï Z list. For more detailed information about each database, please see ñAboutò. 

SocINDEX with Full Text 

SocINDEX with Full Text is a research database for Sociology encompassing areas such as 
criminology and criminal justice, demography, ethnic & racial studies, gender studies, rural and 
urban sociology, social psychology, sociological history, research & theory.

A search about ñviolence against women and childrenò choosing to limit results to ñScholarly (Peer 
Reviewed) Journals:

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The database provides some additional tools: 

Narrow Results by ñSubjectò 
Also check the ñSubject: Thesaurus Termsò to narrow or define a topic 
The database automatically sorts by relevance you can also sort by date for most recent at the top: 
 
 
When you have a choice for the full text, choose PDF which is an actual image of the article. 
 
Notice the references at the end of the full text of an article for clues to additional resources. 
 
Click on the title to view a short abstract (summary) of the article. 
 
 
 

Article Linker 
 

If there are no obvious links to Full Text, click Check Article Linker for more information. 

 
 
 

The article linker screen shows you where you can find the full-text of the article. There may be 
options to find the full text in different databases, from the publisher, or within the library.  
 
In this case below, there are three options. The Journal ñWomenôs Studies International Forumò is in 
print at Smith Library, we can get the full text from one of our other databases ñScience Direct 
Journalsò and there is also a link to the publisherôs website to get the full text.  
Article Linker might lead to one, all or none of these options. If there are no options, then it is a 
good time to use our Interlibrary Loan called Illiad which you must first register for. 

 
 

When looking for titles we have in the library, older issues of journals will not be found in the Current 
Periodical area. You can find them on the 1st floor, either bound like a book or in microform. 
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To print, e-mail, or save articles or citations, add items to your folder. These items will only be saved 
in your folder for one session unless you create an account in EbscoHost. (Go to ñSign in to My 
EBSCOhostò, and click ñIôm a New Userò to fill out a short account). Your saved results will always be 
there. You can also e-mail, print or save each individual article without adding to the folder.  

Notice the ñCite this articleò icon shown in a variety of formats. Always check for accuracy and 
consistency in your citations.

Social Sciences Citation Index (SSCI) 

SSCI is a multidisciplinary index to the journal literature of the social sciences.  It indexes several 
thousand journals across 50 social sciences disciplines and indexes items from scientific and 
technical journals. A few of the disciplines covered include:  Anthropology, Communication, 
Philosophy, Political Science, Social Issues, Social Work, Substance Abuse, Urban Studies and more. 
Even though this is an index, many times there is access to full-text articles using the Article Linker. 

A search for ñhomeless and hungerò: 
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You can change the ñsort byò to read ñRelevanceò on the drop down to sort with greater precision to 
the search terms instead of by date alone. 

Click on the title to find an abstract (summary) of the article. Click on the ñArticle Linkerò to see if there 
is access to the full text. 

 

 

In this case there are several options. Try ñArticleò options first which usually will bring you directly to 
the article.  
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Obtain the full text by clicking on the PDF link.  

 

In some cases Article Linker does not lead to the full text as seen below: Use Interlibrary Loan 

 

Click on the title to display references and several ways to output the record for printing or e-mailing, 
etc. To save to your Z:drive, select File\Save As in the upper, left corner of Web browser or ñAdd to 
Marked Listò and work within that folder of saved records. 

 

Looking at the above screenshot,ñCited byò lists other authors who have cited this particular article. A 
link to the articles may also be available. The ñReferencesò displayed to the right are a list of 
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references that this author used. Click ñview related recordsò to retrieve other articles that cite some of 
the same references. After choosing ñview related recordsò, a list of results can be viewed based on 
common references (see next screen shot). This is a great tool when doing a review of the literature 
on a particular topic. There is also an option to create a citation alert. 

 

 

 

 

 

Gender Watch 

Gender Watch is a full text database of publications that focus on the impact of gender across a broad 
spectrum of subject areas. It is a repository of a historical perspective on the evolution of the women's 
movement and the changes in gender roles. Publications include academic and scholarly journals, 
magazines, newspapers, newsletters, regional publications, books, booklets and pamphlets, 

conference proceedings, and government, non-governmental organization, and special reports. 

A search for ñwomen and homelessnessò: Selected Full Text only 
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You may choose to select only Scholarly Journals. Also notice the Suggested Topics box. 

 

Below are the results after selecting the Full Text. An abstract is included. Same results when 
selecting the article title. Notice the options for print, e-mail, etc.

National Newsstand is a collection of 51 major national newspaper titles including Boston Globe, 
New York Times, Chicago Tribune, Wall Street Journal, Washington Post, and more.

The same interface as Gender Watch above (Proquest) so the same searching strategies apply. The 
difference is that you are searching for information in the newspaper titles listed.

JSTOR 

An archive of core scholarly journals in cross-disciplinary fields such as anthropology, economics, 
mathematics, and the arts and sciences. ALL Scholarly, ALL full text. Dates of coverage work with a 
"moving wall" set by publishers, ranging from 3-5 years back from the current publication year of each 
title. Some journals are archived back to 1800s. Choose the ñAdvanced Searchò. 
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In the advanced search type in your search terms ñeducation and inequalityò then Limit by Type = 
article, Language = English, and Discipline and/or Journals = Sociology. Can also choose a specific 
journal title and specific dates. (Modify by selecting a date range such as 2006 ï 2010). Especially 
important since JSTOR can cover as far back as the 1800s. 

 

 

You can also ñModify Your Searchò to limit the results again.
