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MLA International Bibliography  

The MLA International Bibliography, produced by the Modern Language Association 

(MLA) , covers international scholarship published since the 1920s in literature, language 

and linguistics, folklore, literary theory & criticism, and dramatic arts, as well as the 

historical aspects of printing and publishing, and, since 1998, rhetoric and composition. 

The database contains over 2.2 million citations from more than 4,400 journals & series, 

and 1,000 book publishers. The indexed materials coverage is international and includes 

almost 60 titles from JSTOR's language and literature collection as well as links to 

full text . Citations are primarily to journal articles, books, essays in multi-author 

collections, dissertations, and conference proceedings. Book and performance reviews 

are not included.
