Academic Services Center

On September 22, 2008, the Academic Services Center opened in renovated space on the ground
floor of the Library building, in space formerly occupied by the computer classrooms in Lib 107

and Lib 108. The Academic Services Center is the combined home of four integrated student
services: the Advising Center, Tutoring Services (all subjects) and STEP/CAPD, the MAC (Mathematics
Achievement Center), and the Writing Center. The Writing Program is also currently located in

the Academic Services Center. The Center is open from 9 a.m. to 9 p.m. Monday through
Thursday, 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. Friday, and from 2 p.m. to 9 p.m. on Sundays. It is closed on Saturdays.
The re-location of Advising and Tutoring, as well as the establishment of the MAC and Writing
Center, creates in one place a hub for student academic support. Locating the Center in the Library
places the services in a building thar was already open nights and weckends, and happily, has an
adjacent Café. Although the new Center has only been open a few weeks as of this writing, there is
already a steady stream of students coming in ro use the services provided by the Center. It is clear
that a need is being filled, and the Center is gathering data over the course of the semester to see how
it can become even more responsive to student needs in the coming months.
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
