Text: Kiselev’s Geometry, Book I. Planimetry, adapted by Alexander Givental.
Technology: Straightedge, compass. We will use Geometer’s Sketchpad software in the labs.

Prerequisites: MAT 230.
Course topics: Development of both theoretical and practical concepts of Euclidean and non-
Euclidean geometry.
Class format: Each class meeting will consist of a lecture and include related problem solving.
Attendance: It is expected that you be there on time for each and every class. If for some
reason you should miss a class, then it is your responsibility to find out from a friend what has
been covered and assigned and make it up.
Homework: After each class you will get a homework assignment. It will not be collected and
graded, but must be completed and should prepare you for the quizzes. I cannot stress enough
the importance of doing the homework. It is a critical factor in building and reinforcing your
knowledge, as well as helping you identify your week points.
Quizzes: Quite often at the beginning of class time there will be a short quiz. This should
keep you alert and following the material regularly, carefully, and closely.
Exams: There will be two longer exams throughout the semester. Their dates will be an-
nounced at least a week in advance.
Final Exam: A cumulative final exam will take place on Wed, Dec 11, 2013, 11:00-1:00 pm.
Evaluation: The quizzes and lab assignments will account for 15% of your grade, the two
longer exams will account for 25% each and the final exam will account for the remaining 35%.
