DIRECT OBJECT : objects or people who receive the action, answers thequestion WHAT? or WHOM?. It can
be asingle word or a complete phrase.

Placement: attach it to the end of the verb when it’ s a positive command, an infinitive, or a
progressivetense: Ej: dilo (say it), paraentenderla (in order to understand her),
estoy miréndolo (I am watching it).
In all other instances, the pronouns precedes the verb: |o dijiste (you said it), etc.
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Impersonal / Passive SE:

It s used with a 3"-person verb to express the impersonal English subjectsone, you, people (in general, or
they. Also, it indicates that no specific individuals are identified as performing a certain action. The agent is
unknown or unimportant. Theverbisinthesingular or plural, depending on the ‘ direct object.’

Ej: Sevendieron 200 entradas para el concierto. They sold 200 tickets for the concert.

Ej: Sesabequeellosvigaron por todo el mundo. Everybody knows that they traveled around

the world.

INDIRECT OBJECT: see handout. Indicatesthereceiver of an object in an exchange. It answersthe question
TOWHOM?, FOR WHOM?, or FROM WHOM?
PRONOUNS: me, te, le, nos, os, les
Ej: Paulalesabrelapuertaalosnifios. Ej: Yo lepedi dinero amis padres. p.51

Seqguence of object pronouns: When both the direct and indirect object pronouns appear in a sentence the indirect
object pronoun precedesthe direct object ponoun: Ol + OD.
When the direct and indirect object pronouns are both in the 3 person, LE/L ES becomes SE,
Ej: tiseloenviaste (not: tulelo enviaste) = you sent it to her.

IMPERFECT INDICATIVE: atensefor past actions where the emphasisis on the ongoing nature of the action.
Also used for telling time, habitual actions, emotional states, etc.

REFLEXIVE STRUCTURES:

Reflexive verbs: Ej: acordarse, afeitarse, ponerse, levantarse, etc.

Pronouns. ME, TE, SE, NOS, OS, SE

Placement of pronouns:. attach them to positive commands, infinitives or progressives.

Ej: Quiero levantarme temprano. Yo me afeito todas |as mafianas.

For verbsthat aren’t usually used as reflexives, the reflexive meaning can be inferred:
El nifio semiraen & espgo. (The child looks at himself in the mirror)

Reciproca reflexive: usesthe plural reflexive pronouns: NOS, OS, SE, to express mutual or
reciprocal actions, expressed in English by eachother.

GUSTAR and similar verbs: (see handout): disgustar, caer bien, caer mal, preocupar, importar,
interesar, fascinar, quedar, etc.
The doer, in the Spanish sentence, isthe direct object of the English sentence:
Ej: Megustan los gatitos. | like kittens.

SER + ADJ:  describes being phisycial, mental or emotional characteristics you normally associate
with a person, or

physical characteristics you associate with things.
ESTAR + ADJ: describes condition or state of being of a person, place or thing

NON-SUBJUNCTIVE: certainty creer, estar seguro, no caber duda, ser cierto, etc.

PRESENT PERFECT SUBJUNCTIVE (apast tense, in spite of its name)

Used as the other subjunctive verbs, in the dependent clause of the sentence, after an indicative tense
appears in the main clause

Conjugations yo hayadicho, ti hayas dicho, é haya dicho, nosotros hayamos dicho, vosotros
Hayéis dicho, ellos hayan dicho
Ej: Espero que hayas hecho las maletas para el vigie. | hope you have packed the luggage. ..
