Text: Excursions in Modern Mathematics. The book is a custom edition for ECSU and can
be bought only at the University bookstore.
Calculator: You will need a calculator for some topics. A simple one will do, but it should be
capable of computing powers and logarithms.
Office hours: MW 8:00-9:00 am, and 1:00-2:00 pm, F 8:00-9:00 am.
Prerequisites: MAT 101 or placement at this level.
Course topics: Most of chapters 1, 2, 5, 6, and the chapter titled Mathematics of Finance.
Class format: Each class meeting will consist of a lecture and include related problem solving.
Attendance: It is expected that you be there on time for each and every class. If for some
reason you should miss a class, then it is your responsibility to find out from a friend what has
been covered and assigned and make it up. You have an allowance of 3 unexcused absences.
After that, any 3 unexcused absences will bring your grade automatically down one third letter
grade (for instance and A will become an A-, or a D will become an F), another 3 will cost
another one third etc.
Homework: After each class you will get a homework assignment. It will not be collected and
graded, but must be completed and should prepare you for the quizzes. I cannot stress enough
the importance of doing the homework. It is a critical factor in building and reinforcing your
knowledge, as well as helping you identify your week points.
Quizzes: Quite often at the beginning of class time there will be a short quiz, often unan-
nounced in advance. This should keep you alert and following the material carefully, closely
and timely.
Exams: There will be two longer exams throughout the semester. The first one will be given
around the 5th week of classes and the second one around the 10th week.
Final Exam: There will be a cumulative final exam on Friday, Dec. 16, 2011, 12:30-2:30 pm.
Evaluation: The quizzes will account for 15% of your grade, the two longer exams will account
for 25% each and the final exam will account for the remaining 35%.
Grades: The ranges for the grades are the following:

A-, A 90% and above B-, B, B+ 80% - 89%
C-, C, C+ 70% - 79% D, D+ 60% - 69%
