Homework should be written neatly on standard
letter format paper on one side of the sheet only.

Portfolio: You must collect all your homework assignments in a binder, portfolio style. At the
end of the semester you should have a complete set of these. This is a requirement to pass.
Quizzes: Quite often at the beginning of class time there will be a short quiz. This should
keep you alert and following the material carefully, closely and timely.

Exams: There will be a midterm exam the date of which will be announced at least a week in
advance.

Final Exam: A cumulative final exam will take place on Wednesday, December 14, 2011,
9:00-11:00 am. It may be replaced by a take-home final.

Evaluation: Your work in this course will be weighted roughly as follows. The quizzes will
account for 20% of your grade, the homework will account for 25%, the midterm exam will
account for 25% and the final exam will account for the remaining 30%.
