Text: Excursions in Modern Mathematics. The book is a custom edition for ECSU and can
be bought only at the University bookstore.
Calculator: You will need a calculator for some topics. A simple one will do, but it should be
capable of computing powers and logarithms.
Office hours: By appointment, right after class.
Prerequisites: MAT 101 or placement at this level.
Course topics: Most of chapters 1, 2, 5, 6, and the chapter titled Mathematics of Finance.
Class format: Each class meeting will include lecturing and related problem solving.
Attendance: It is expected that you be there on time for each and every class. Due to the
intensity of the course, skipping classes is strongly discouraged. If for some reason you should
miss (part of) a class, then it is your responsibility to find out from a friend what has been
covered and assigned and make it up.
Homework: After each class you will get a homework assignment. It will not be collected and
graded, but must be completed and should prepare you for the exams.
Exams: There will be two longer exams on Monday, December 20, and Wednesday, December
22, and a shorter one on Thursday, December 23, 2010.
Evaluation: The longer exams will account for 40% of your grade each and the shorter one
for the remaining 20%.
