	Objective describe required duties or project components 1: Through experiential learning, the objective of the Radio Practicum is to present the student with a unique opportunity to gain practical knowledge and to develop expertise in the operation of an FCC Licensed radio station. The main focus of the practicum will be on producing and broadcasting professional level programs and material which will greatly enhance the student’s portfolio.
	Outline of how the project will be conducted 1: Each student will be evaluated and assessed on the quality of their productions, on-air delivery, and technical skills.
Feedback will be given to the student throughout the course.
Any FCC violation, or violation of programming standards, will result in failure of the practicum.
Also, missing an assigned air-shift without prior notification may result in failing the practicum.
Grading:
50% - Attendance: When the university is open, two unexcused absences from your assigned program time will result in failure of the Practicum.
50% - Performance evaluation is based on creativity, on-air delivery, technical skills, decorum and professional conduct while on-the-air.
Note: Violating Federal Communication Commission Rules and Regulations and/or WECS programming standards will result in a grade of F.
	faculty 1: 
Students will have produced and broadcast a minimum of ten programs.
Students will be able to demonstrate competency in the following areas:
1. The technical aspects of radio broadcasting including, but not limited to the following: operation of the Harris audio console, adjusting audio levels for correct modulation, microphone placement, FCC transmitter adjustments with the Burk Remote Control, CRL event sequencer, Broadcast Tools switcher, Burk routing switcher, studio transmitter, microwave link, audio processor, use of the various inputs/outputs on the patch panel, telephone hybrid operation, digital recording operation, mixing multiple audio sources, Emergency Alert Broadcast system, automation operations, and broadcasting network feeds including NPR and ABC News.
2. The on-air aspect of radio broadcasting including, but not limited to the following: designing and broadcasting interesting programs to attract and hold target audience, producing compelling microphone breaks, music selection, Digital Rights Management as pertains to our Internet broadcasting, proper transitions, conducting studio and telephone interviews, broadcasting public service announcements and producing show promotions.
3. Knowledge of Federal Communication Commission Rules and Regulations as they pertain to radio broadcasting.
	Reading and other materials required for project attach reading list 1: Students will complete a minimum of 40 hours of work during the semester consisting of training, producing public service announcements, preparing content and broadcasting said content over WECS and the Internet.
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
