The Advantage

STEP/CAP is an invitation-only summer program designed to ensure students are prepared for the rigors of
college coursework at Eastern. Students invited to this program have been selected based on demonstrated
perseverance and commitment to academic achievement. This six-week summer residential experience
offers the opportunity to take three college-level courses while building critical academic skills within a
supportive community. Students sign a contract pledging to complete the program with at least a 2.5 GPA.
Successful completion of STEP/CAP ensures a seat in the incoming Fall 2025 class. 

The 2024 STEP/CAP cohort
ended their summer with a 3.2

average GPA. 

STEP/CAP students participate in study
halls and academic workshops. Students

checked-in to the Academic Success
Center 4,195 times to utilize their

resources in the Fall 2023 semester alone.

There are currently 159 STEP/CAP
students enrolled at Eastern.

Eastern recognizes the dedication needed to earn a college degree. To help reduce the cost of attendance
and ensure future success at Eastern, eligible students who successfully complete the summer program are

granted a STEP/CAP scholarship that will be applied starting in the fall semester. The scholarship is
renewable for four years (eight semesters)* and is in addition to need-based aid.

*2.5 cumulative GPA and completion of the FAFSA required to maintain STEP/CAP scholarship.
