Highlights of Clinical Experiences 2015-2016

· The pre-student teaching experience has been fully implemented for both Graduate and Undergraduate programs over the past two years. 

· With this implementation we have observed a reduction in the number of candidates who withdraw, or receive No Credit during student teaching. 

· Alignment of the Elementary and Secondary Pre-student teaching assessment with the Early Childhood Special education practicum. This has strengthened opportunities for candidates in the three programs to prepare for the full-time student teaching experience. It has also provided a window for candidates who may exit to another career path more appropriate for them.

· Implementation of clinical assessments using the TK20 program has provided consistency in communicating and sharing effective evaluation practice with the over 40 host school districts. While there are still areas to improve using TK20, there is a significant growth in the efficiency of sharing and examining data to foster program and candidate development.

· Re-establishing and improving our Clinical communication through use of a Clinical Advisory Committee has started to shape the explicit nature of assessment prior to Core III (pre-student teaching, special education practicum).

· Focus on more in-depth relationships with Coventry and Norwich allows a rich exchange of ideas with Clinical faculty in the schools through strategic visitation, professional development with candidates and increased knowledge of cooperating teachers and clinical host teachers who demonstrate best practice with P-12 students as they work with our teacher candidates.
